_____Photo ID (both husband and wife if filing a joint return. Acceptable ID includes a State Issued Driver’s 
License OR photo ID. School ID (with a photo), Military ID, VISA or passport, National ID. 

_____Valid Social Security Card or ITIN card for every person listed on the tax return. Acceptable substitutes are 
Form SSA11099 or a Medicare card that includes the letter “A” after the SSN.  

_____Bank routing numbers and account numbers for direct deposit or debit. (This is optional) 

_____If you have Covered California, you MUST have a 1095 to begin preparing the return.
